How can 

we know Christ, how can 

we know our fellow 

human beings if we donõt 

take the time to know 

ourselves? 

This year a number of 

group and individual 

choices await those who 

would like to look inward.  

I invite you into dialogue 

with your fellows and with 

yourself and invite you to 

get to know Jesus Christ 

as Lord and Savior, 

Friend, Example and 

Brother.  This process 

does not need to be a 

negative one.  While we 

all fall short of Godõs 

hopes for us, we all 

delight our Creator as 

well.  Each week by email 

and in the Sunday 

bulletin I will invite you to 

St. Johnõs Church:
